Day 01 - Tuesday 02 February   ROCKHAMPTON TO SYDNEY    (D)

It sits on one of the most beautiful shorelines of the world’s most beautiful harbour and, restored to its 
early charm, the area is a hub of culture, history and entertainment. We travel through exclusive Double 
Bay and Vaucluse before making our way to Watson Bay and the ‘Gap’ on the southern side of the Sydney 
Harbour Heads. At Bondi, we stop for our lunch break before returning to our hotel.  We have some free 
time this afternoon to relax before we meet up again this evening - our night will be one to remember as we 
enjoy dinner cruising on wonderful Sydney Harbour.

From the spectacular Olympic opening ceremony to 
Jonny Wilkinson’s unforgettable drop goal to win the Rugby World Cup, the Stadium holds a special place 
in the hearts of sports fans throughout the world. We will see where the battle is done for the Bledisloe Cup 
and Rugby League Grand Final and see where the big Aussie Rules games are played in Sydney. This  
privileged inside view of one of the world’s finest and most technologically advanced stadiums is an 
unforgettable experience. Return to Sydney where the rest of the afternoon is free to take a ride on the 
monorail, some personal sightseeing or retail therapy. Following an early dinner, we ready ourselves for an 
unforgettable night as we enjoy the internationally acclaimed Edinburgh Military Tattoo.  Due to 
overwhelming popular demand, the Edinburgh Military Tattoo has returned to Sydney and the new 
production is the biggest ever seen in the event’s six decade history.
